1 (4-0z.) bittersweet chocolate baking
bar, chopped

3/4 cup butter

2 cups sugar

4 large eggs

11/2 cups all-purpose flour

1 (1-oz.) bottle red liquid food
coloring

11/2 teaspoons baking powder
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

1/8 teaspoon salt

Small-Batch Cream Cheese Frosting
Garnish: white chocolate curls

hours). Lift brownies from pan, using foil sides as handles;
gently remove foil. Spread Small-Batch Cream Cheese Frosting
on top of brownies, and cut into 16 squares. Garnish, if desired.
